Days and times may change based on final team and 
player registrations or other schedule changes at the rink.  
All teams may play some games on alternate days or 
times to accommodate holidays or scheduling 
irregularities.  Use of later slots is subject to final league 
team counts. 

PLAY AT APPROPRIATE LEVEL 
Players must play in the League appropriate to their skill 
and experience.  A player may not play up or down more 
than one level and may be prohibited from playing at 
more than one level.  Levels played in previous seasons 
or at other rinks may affect player eligibility for play in 
each League.  The Hockey Director reserves the right to 
move players to higher or lower Leagues at any time 
during the season.   

PLAYER DRAFT 
The Player Draft is mandatory for all players with no 
league history at the Ice House.  Full gear is required. 
B1 league captains draft first, followed by B2, C1 and C2 
captains.  The Hockey Director reserves the right to 
assign undrafted players to teams. 

TEAM ROSTERS AND JERSEYS 

Rosters are due by the Captains’ Meeting.  No player additions 
are permitted after game 5.  All rosters are subject to approval by 
the Hockey Director, who reserves the right to change rosters at 
any time due to skill, injury, relocation or other relevant 
considerations.  All players must be on the team roster, and no 
substitutions or walk-ons are permitted.  Goalie substitutions are 
permitted with Hockey Director approval.  To play in the Playoffs, 
a player must play at least four regular season games.  All 
players must have a jersey with a number on it that is the same 
base color as the rest of the team.  The Ice House staff must 
approve all jerseys. 

USA HOCKEY REGISTRATION 
A USA Hockey registration must be current and on file at the 
time of registration.  All USA Hockey registrations expire on 
August 31st of each year.  Players can register and pay at 
www.usahockey.com. 



GAME STRUCTURE 
Regulation - All division games will consist of three 
20-minute run time periods. Stop time will be in 
effect for the final two minutes of play if there is a 
two goal differential or less. 
Overtime - If the game is tied at the end of 
regulation, a 5 minute, 4 on 4, sudden death run 
time period will be played. The final minute of 
overtime will be stop time. If the game is still tied 
after the OT period, there will be a shootout with 
alternating single shooters until a winner is 
determined. Two points will be awarded for a win, 
and one point for the overtime loss. 

PENALTIES 

Minor  2 minutes stop time 

Major  5 minutes stop time 

Coincidental  3 minutes run time 

EJECTIONS, SUSPENSIONS & FORFEITS 

• Major penalty for fighting = 3 game suspension. 
• Major penalty for fight + instigator penalty = 4 game 

suspension. 
• Second fighting suspension = season or permanent 

league suspension. 
• Four penalties in one game = ejection from game. 
• Four penalties in one game which include game 

misconduct = ejection + two game suspension. 
• Four penalties per game in any two games = 

suspension for remainder of season. 
• Two game misconducts in a season = suspension for 

remainder of season. 
• The Management of the Pineville Ice House may - at 

our sole discretion - suspend a player for a season, 
indefinitely or permanently if we feel that the player 
poses an extraordinary threat of injury to other players 
or officials or if the player’s conduct is excessively 
disruptive to league play.  In the event of a season or 
permanent suspension, the Ice House will refund 
player fees after game suspensions have been served.  
The Ice House will not issue refunds for suspensions 
that occur during playoff games. 

• A team that forfeits more than one game in a season 
may affect its eligibility to participate in future seasons 
or to receive future team discounts. 

INDIVIDUAL PAYMENT 
$300 Paid in full by first game. 

$170 Captain or goalie paid in full by first game. 

TEAM PAYMENT OPTION  

$3,510 Minimum fee for up to 13 players 
= $30 savings per player! 

$3,710 Fee for teams with 14 players 
= $35 savings per player! 

$3,900 Fee for teams with 15 to 18 players 
= $40 to $83 savings per player! 

The team fee must be paid by the first game as a single 
payment.  Captains and Goalies will each receive a $130 
refund once their team minimum has been paid.  If the 13 
player minimum is met, up to five additional players may 
be added through the start of the fifth game at the 
incremental rates shown above.  For example, a team that 
has paid $3,510 for 13 players could add a 14th player for 
only $200, and 4 more players for only $190 more.

MINIMUM TEAM SIZE 
If a team does not have at least 13 fully paid players 
or has not paid one of the team fees listed above, 
the Hockey Director reserves the right to assign 
players to teams, merge teams or reject teams 
altogether. 

PLAYER AWARDS FOR EACH LEAGUE 

• Playmaker Award - Player with most assists. 
• Glove and Blocker Award - Based on GAA and 

Save Percentage. 
• Award winners receive 25% discount off fees for next 

season. 
• Ties will go to players with fewer penalty minutes.  

Players with game misconduct penalties are 
ineligible. 

• Players rostered in two leagues are not eligible for 
awards in the lower league.
