SNOWPLOW SAM 

• For ages 3 to 5.  Helmet required. 

• Snowplow Sam 1 - For first timers.  One parent may 
accompany skater on ice during class only while wearing 
skates. 

• Snowplow Sam 2 & 3 - Continuation Snowplow Sam classes.  

BASIC 1 

• Introduction of preliminary moves. 

• For beginner skaters ages six and up.  Mature skaters 12 years 
and older may prefer the Adult Beginner class. 

• Helmet required for ages 7 and under. 

• Helmets strongly recommended for all beginner skaters. 
BASIC 2-8 

• Basic and intermediate skating knowledge. 

• Skater must have passed the pre-requisite level. 
FREE SKATE 1-6 

• Figure skating skills (jumps, spins, moves). 

• Skaters of all ages. 

• Basic 8 level skills are a pre-requisite for Free Skate 1. 

• Skater must have passed the pre-requisite previous level. 
ADULT Beginner  

• Beginner skating skills for adults. 

• Adult 1-2 curriculum is covered. 
ADULT Advanced 

• Continuing basic skating skills for adults. 

• Adult 3-4 curriculum is covered. 

• Adult 2 level skills are a pre-requisite for this class. 

• Adults at the Free Skate level may take Free Skate curriculum or 
other figure skating classes offered. 

HOCKEY 1-4 

• Endorsed by USA Hockey. 

• Focus on hockey skating technique, power and agility. 

• Hockey skates included in class (if needed).  Helmet required. 

• Hockey 1 - Beginner skaters 6 years and older. 

• Hockey 2-4 - Passed pre-requisite levels.

• Original figures of figure skating training. 

• Focus on control of edges and body alignment. 

• Class is divided for beginner and continuing figures. 

• For figure skaters level Free Skate 3 and up.

• 4 skating levels: Free Skate 1-2, Free Skate 3-4, Free Skate 5-6, 
USFS No Test & up. 

• Skaters in each of the 4 skating levels spend 15 minutes of the 
class learning about each of the 4 primary focuses.

MAKE UP SESSIONS FOR MISSED CLASSES 

• Students may use two make-up lessons per class semester. 

• Student will make up by attending another lesson of the same or 
similar level on an alternate class day. 

• An additional make-up lesson may be mandated by the Ice House 
due to an event or canceled class day. 

• Make-up lessons must be taken by the end of the skating school 
session. 

• No credit is given for missed lessons, including credit into 
new semesters. 

• Please obtain a make-up slip from Admissions and present it to 
your make-up lesson instructor. 

 

Skating School Benefits 

• Free public session admission to Saturday and 
Monday afternoon public sessions while enrolled in 
Skating School.  Skate rental is also free on day of 
class.  Check in is required at either session. 

• Free 30 minute practice ice session Mondays 
before or after class.  One parent in skates may 
accompany younger, beginning skaters. 

• Evaluations including USFS skating school books 
and level badges. 

• Eligibility to participate in Ice House shows and 
competitions. 

• 10% Pro Shop merchandise discount (no other 
discounts apply). 

• Second or third siblings enrolled in classes during 
the same session receive a 10% discount. 

Class Format 

• Classes are 30 minutes in duration (unless 
otherwise indicated). 

• Classes are taught by professional skating 
instructors. 

• Class curriculum skills are evaluated at the end of 
the session. 

• Class sizes vary based on enrollment, but 
instructor-student ratio will not normally exceed 12 
students. 

• Class levels may be combined as needed, in case 
of low enrollment. 

• If only one student attends a class, the student will 
be taught for only 15 minutes by the class 
instructor, as this is a private lesson.  The skater 
may remain on the class space and practice. 

Class Notes 

• Skating skills take time to master. Many skaters will need 
more time and practice than one Learn to Skate session 
to learn the required elements at their level before 
moving on to the next level. Please focus on the 
improved skills of the individual skater. Remember that 
practicing at public skating sessions and/or taking private 
lessons are great options for faster progress. 

• Please dress warmly, including gloves. Socks covering 
the ankles are recommended. Figure skates are 
recommended for beginner skaters using rentals. 

• Practice Makes Perfect - Practice ice and free public 
session admissions are provided for practicing your new 
skills.
